· Graduate College of Nursing
· While tuition continues to increase at an incremental rate (3%?) the tuition differential [at least in nursing] increased 30% this year for full-time graduate students [25%? for part-time]. Could UIC consider a system that is more ethical? For example, under the current system, UIC is able to tell students that tuition only increased, e.g. 3%.  This is untruthful without being entirely false.  This is also a change of which we were entirely uninformed until we received September billing statements.  How can UIC change to provide paying customers with more notice?
· Manning- we work under lump sum funding.  There are no formulas that dictate where the money goes.  Health sciences as a group are very expensive to teach.  Medicine and Dentistry are the most expensive to teach.  Nursing is also expensive to teach.  When the state put a lock on tuition we were put in a bind.  To keep education just across the board the differentials are necessary.  Unless the state steps up to increase aid there isnt anything we can do.  

· Second highest priority in the state is access to health care.  We need more operating money to function.  

· Cannot explain while they were notified in September.  It will always be late since we have to wait until the expenses for the year are determined.  The board of trustees hates to do increases which is why the hold off until the last minute.
