Email from Carol Scherrer – Library Update 01/11/08:
I met with Kate Carpenter, the new head of the Library of the Health

Sciences, soon after our meeting. She was very receptive to your concerns and requests.

Regarding the request for more desks and chairs, Kate has already

contacted our facilities manager who did send over surplus tables from the Daley library. Kate is negotiating to have the table tops refinished. She did approve the purchase of another 50 chairs (in addition to the original 50 that have arrived) and that order was placed. They have not yet arrived. She understands the need for more comfortable type chairs dispersed throughout the library, and will address this as funds become available.

Extension of hours on Friday and Saturday: Kate is also open to this

option with the compromise of reducing Sun-Thurs hours to midnight since the head count is so low from midnight to 1 AM. If and when this change is made we will publicize widely.

More computers: Kate acknowledges that the number of computers is low for the number of health sciences students enrolled on campus. When the budget is submitted for next year, more public computers will be requested.

Color scanner: a color scanner has been requested and approved for the

class of '41 room. This is the room located to your left as you enter the library that allows access only to UIC students with their ID. It has not yet arrived.

There was concern expressed that the study rooms in the lower level should not be designated as group study only. I did talk with the head of Access Services (the person who heads the department that gives out the keys) and she said would inform all her workers that individuals, not just groups, can request keys.

Kate will contact ACCC about the wireless not working throughout the

building. She may have already done this.

Coffee shop is not feasible in the near future, but we agree one is

needed.

I've ordered extra copies of APA and MLA format books. One is in the

reference collection and one will be at the circulation desk for in-house use only as soon as they arrive.

At M1 orientation this past month we spent one of the sessions introducing electronic books as was suggested. You were right; the student greatly appreciated knowing about them.

We are developing more online library instruction modules as suggested in all the health science disciplines. We are currently receiving feedback from faculty. They should be ready before next semester.
