IV. Guest Speaker Shannon Wilcox

a. Campus Care Presentation – Refer to handout with benefits, reference guide for questions. Health Insurance Program for all students enrolled at UIC. Automatic enrollment, but three opportunities to opt out in fall, spring and summer. Once you waive out, it is forever, unless you request to reenroll in Campus Care via telephone or online. Very online based. We changed it b/c of students – to benefit you, so take the chance to read through the website. 
“[The website is] Extremely user-friendly, please check it out when you get home. Definitely pass it on to your listservs.” – John K.

Everything is automatically covered at 100%, even if you have a preexisting medical condition. Must utilize a clinic here on Campus. Call the number for any health care issue you have and Family Medicine will get you in to see any of the 60 primary care doctors. Specialists will be through referral within the medical center. Co-pay is covered by Campus Care for Family Medical Center, but referral co-pays are out of pocket cost of twenty bucks. Prescriptions also range in out of pocket expense. Birth Control is not covered by Campus Care, but is covered under the health service fee – for all students that cannot be waived. Emergency care is covered by Campus Care at 100%, even if you go to an external hospital. You can submit appeals to get claims reprocessed if you do not agree with charges received.
