All mental and physical health visits have a $10.00 co-pay. Campus Care voted to increase the Premiums to $408 from $400, which will take effect in 2010.

IV. Guest Speaker Vice Chancellor Henley

“How bad is our budget cuts?” – Walter Kim

“We don’t know, but do know we may need to give money back from this year. Whatever that amount is, we can count on the amount for next fiscal year being less than this fiscal year.” – Henley

“Can you promise you won’t raise tuition?” – Walter K.

“I cannot, I’m sorry, because the student trustees set the budget, but it is likely there will be a tuition increase. I can assure you to whatever degree the budget is cut, tough decisions and students will not be the only one to suffer from cuts, even if it means administrative positions. It is very important to keep the value in the UIC degree.” – Henley

“How come the professional schools don’t have the 4-year tuition lock?” – Tommy Chiampas

“Costs increase and do not remain stagnant, as well as maintaining quality and professors continuity and salary, it costs more to deliver a quality program. It is a state law – all public universities have to give undergrads the 4-year fee.” – Henley

“Dean Deanna, myself – all leaders are important contacts, even the student trustee and HPSC President. The goal is to minimize the impact to everyone, but no sacred cows when money is tight.” – Henley
