I. Fall semester Travel and Project awards

a. Sent 2 reminder emails before winter break and 2 reminders after winter break for students to go pick up their awards if they haven’t so already

i. Last day is TOMORROW, Friday January 20, 2006

NEW Travel Award Applications and Process – Implemented for Spring 2006

II. Please take a new handout and add it to your binder (3 pages each)

a. Also, please let us know your thoughts about the changes
III. After a lot of discussion from GSC (diff due dates, etc.) we have decided to change the application and process.  What we are trying to do is formally change our process so that our application will look exactly the same as GSC and the due dates will be exactly the same, to make the most of our money and avoid DOUBLE DIPPING (the same student applying to both HPSC and GSC for funding in the same fiscal year).

a. We passed out the new application, it looks a lot different than the previous one
i. Due dates will be quarter based on the year
b. Prevent the possibility of getting reimbursements taxed after 60 days.
c. Avoids the super long meeting 2 times per year in which go over them, and the treasurer will report progress intermittently
d. Help students get more money sooner

IV. Example: $30,000 dollars in our budget to fund Travel Awards

a. Divided it into quarters so that there is $7500 allocated per quarter 
b. Traveling students in groups B-E have less priority than traveling students in group A (Primary authors of research, etc.)

c. Any left-over money in that quarter will roll-over to the next quarter
d. Will help out for the slow period (the first quarter Jul-Aug-Sept)

Discussion:
Mike (UGCON): Must candidate fulfill every requirement for eligibility? Can it be 4 out of 5?
Carly: No, they would not be eligible but they may be eligible for GSC funding. You need 5 out of 5.
Carly: applicants may apply 1 time per fiscal year and we will implement the new application THIS spring!

Shannon (COM): Will we hold applicants to the quarter rule for this semester? What if they miss it because they are anticipating the applications won’t be due until later on.

Carly: Since the old application is due March 31, this should not be a problem because this date falls in this quarter.
Chris: We are doing this since UIC is taxing reimbursements passed 60 days and we want to alleviate this.
Ed (COD): If you apply and don’t get funded, can u reapply? 

Chris: Yes, but you can only get one award from GSC AND HPSC per fiscal year (not one from each council)
Carly: When they sign the application they are agreeing to those stipulations as well.
Yvette (SPH): The last day of the last month of the quarter is the due date?

Carly: Any end travel dates from Jan 1 to Mar 31 is the first quarter (meaning you must apply during that time).
PROJECT AWARD deadline remains the same!

NOTE: On your copy, CHANGE SEPT to OCT for the 3rd quarter (*not OCT twice*)

Ameira: Will the deadlines to pick up their cash award be similar even though the due dates will change?

Carly: The deadline to PICK IT UP will be similar to GSC and will be disclosed in the e-mail award letter.
Julie (COP): Will the paragraph that the students write will still be required?

Carly: Yes, the supportive documentation will still be required.
