v. Chris: Friendly amendment for good standing is 2 missed meetings and take out “or more”

vi. Sarah accepts all aforementioned friendly amendments.

vii. Carly: Friendly amendment to change being deemed in good standing by COUNCIL, but rather Let secretary or exec board handle it instead of council
viii. Chris: Change it to a majority of the executive board members
ix. Maya: To be here you have to be in good academic standing
x. Dean Deanna: Add good student disciplinary standing so that someone isn’t here who has cheated academically, or stole from the university. 
1. Chris says the revision committee should look at that for next meeting (under membership qualifications)
xi. Chris: Friendly amendment – item D is redundant considering motion 2, so take it out
1. What was formerly known as e (now D) which stated that reps may be appointed at the beginning at the semester should be changed to anytime
2. There may be circumstances in which voting members cannot hold their qualifications so the college should not be penalized, so let the replacement vote 
xii. Sarah accepts the friendly amendment

xiii. Ben: State it so that if a rep is appointed at the beginning of the semester, it need not the approval of the e-board, but throughout the semester the exec board must approve

xiv. Sarah accepts

1. Adam: In that case, a person can attend one meeting and they are deemed a voting member and are eligible to vote where a non-voting member has to attend 75% of meetings

2. Dean Deanna: Add “must serve for at least one semester to run”
3. Maya: As long as they are the official rep, that is their privilege 

4. Leave it for next meeting for Constitution Revision Committee
