1) Honorarium : Executive board pay increase proposal

· Carly : At SFTAC meeting, other student councils have honorariums are a % of the budget
· Ours is not because it is not in our Constitution.

· We should put in the a percentage for the honorarium in the Constitution
· This way we will not have to ask for a raise every year

· Compared to other councils, we STILL will have the least salary if the increase is approved

· We keep most of the money in the budget so we are not taking money away from schools

· Funds will not change

· We’ve never changed the wages it in the past… EVER
· 3.6% is the current allocation % for honorariums

· We are asking for 5%
· other colleges get 12% to 15%
· Important Point: We have a cushion in our budget to do this.

· If it’s the operating budget,  it is a really small increase

· Treasurer 500 per year ($250 per sem)
· AHS : Why is this increase proposed so little? 
· Because we don’t want to take money out of the total budget, just out of the operating budget
· Dean Deanna : My role is to make sure the student fee money is being used appropriately
· Be sure to discuss these ideas with me beforehand
