· Wants to meet us and have dialogue and answer any questions/Issues

Chancellor’s Duties:

· External relationships of campus

· Fundraising

· U of I system with other campuses

· Consults Board of Trustees

· Discusses legislative issues

· System administration office is in Urbana-Champaign

· Involved in a project to educate the people of Illinois about how the training of health professionals is unique
· Not comparable to training a lawyer or financier or PhD in Physics (examples)
· Very expensive ( $70,000 per student per year
· If u of I doesn’t do it, there will be a huge shortage

· Therefore, we need more funding

· Higher education is not all equal 

· Health professions are not like other graduate programs and not many know about this
· Healthcare workforce of the state comes out of UIC

· So we need money to keep these programs going strong

· Meets face-to-face with legislators

· Represents the campus

Carly – Treasurer: Question about tuition; is the university is moving towards the “private school” tuition

· What can students do?

Chancellor: “Privatization” is not happening to UIC – no worries!
· We get 250 million from state (which private schools will never get)

· Tuition will never reach the amount of a private institution

· Will be at least 50% of the cost

· Some federal funding, some state funding for undergrads
1) Yes, it will get worse

2) No, it will not be as bad as private tuition

· Bottom line: It will remain much, much lower than private school tuition
· Its will remain so costly since there needs to be more one​-on-one training for health professionals rather than someone lecturing to teach students in a lecture hall

· Students can voice their concern by:

· Letters

· Contacting legislators

· Go to Springfield

· We need students to validate these concerns
· The chancellor can speak on our behalf but its more meaningful coming from students

Shannon – COM: Increasing enrollment size of incoming class this year for med students – will the university continue to keep this large class size for future years?
Chancellor: Normally 300 first-year med students

· This years class size is 340

· Unexpected to accept this many

· Accept more than we should because not every student accepts UIC admission

· Turns out more students accepted admission than anticipated

· Should we do it intentionally with the appropriate people staffed?
· Maybe it will improve the quality

· It costs 70,000 per year to educate a med student (national figure)

· Add more students, will this be more cost efficient?

· Those additional students can be potentially “free”
· The margin between cost efficiency and quality still needs to be determined

· Plus, bring more students … it will bring in more resources

· We will maintain the quality if we do continue this larger incoming class size
· Out-of-state students will bring in more money too

Roshan – VP: Smoke Free Chicago is something we are working on, what are your thoughts?
Chancellor: There has not been any discussion as to whether to loosen the rules in place.
Dean Deanna: There used to be a committee which discussed this subject, maybe it will be revived since the current policy will be expiring soon.
Dr. Manning: There is a chance to make revisions happen

· Most buildings are already smoke-free
· Some residence halls have floors where smoking is allowed

· Need to decide to continue to allow this or ban it in all the dorms

Lisa – COP: Legislative day lobbying.

· Can the governors running for office come to the UIC COP to hear their opinion of pharmacy issues

Chancellor: Student groups, not the University as a state organization, can do this.

Lisa: We would like to invite all political parties to speak, but the Dean of COP doesn’t want this
Dr. M: Student center can be used on campus 

Linda – AHS: PT students also interested in political info

Carly – Treasurer: Everyone would be interested

Chancellor supports the idea.
Dean Deanna: RSOs can reserve any student space, it’s their privilege
Chris – President :Any other questions?

Linda – AHS: What about student health benefits? For grad students, etc?

Chancellor: Usually they have the same access that undergrads have, but it’s not enough for their different stage of life. The idea is for whatever the TAs get, the Grad students will get.
Next guest speaker is Assistant University Librarian for the Health Sciences, Susan Jacobson: 
Emphasis on library as a place and physical space as the right place to study.  The past opinion was that it was dreadful, even though it had computer capabilities.  The idea of journals, books, online research, etc. and more and more students use the online versions even though we have the hard copies.   Current project for lower level to be gutted and installed compact shelving that is space-saving. This is where the older journals will be located (pre-2000) at the lower level.  Current issues will still available on second floor.  We continue to acquire more electronics.  Some study areas on lower level and group study areas there.  TV/VCR/DVDs may be in those group study rooms.  We wanted to be finished by the start of the academic year, but there are flooring issues.  We will open it up when it is completed, but study areas may be open for finals.  New lighting, it looks much better, and hoping for a soon opening.  It may be a bit noisy until it’s over. More group study space will be available on the 3rd floor.  We’d like to make more study rooms to separate talking groups not to bother more quiet studiers.  More study carrels in the works to replace the broken, unattractive, old ones.  Wireless is available throughout most of the library. Anyone try it?
Ameira: yes, it works.

Librarian: There is a new reference desk with librarian to answer questions.  Financial problems have delayed a bigger computer/technical area.  Public areas are being upgraded bit by bit.

· Daley Library may enforce these rules more strictly

Librarian: Vendor is interested in opening one at the Daley library
· NOT LHS since there is less traffic although LHS students are there all day, all year round

· Extended weekend hours before exams

· Friday and Sat till 11 in past

· Dec 2-3 and 9-10
· Will be open 19-23
· Dec 26-30 will be open

· 2 days of reduced hours

· The library cannot accommodate last-minute requests
· Look at hours in advance
· Weekdays will still be 7:30am – 11pm

· Extend them to midnight?
· Problem is cost effectiveness

· Closed at 9 on Wed night before
