Histology

Classes:

The classes are usually not worth attending since they are early in the morning and very long.  DO NOT GO TO ROGOWSKI WILKS LECTURES.  Go to Hendersons since she usually does a concise job.  You can just read the coops and learn the material for the lectures.  DO not read the book unless you need clarification on something.

LAB:

I would also not recommend going to lab, unless you have specific questions to ask the lab teachers.  You can always go to lab on your own time and with friends after you have looked at Histo-time.  Histo-time is the way to go to learn the material and how the slides look.  I personally went to about 4 lectures and 3 labs.  I learnt most of the lab stuff by
looked at histotime and flipping through the book.  You should definitely go and look at the slides at least once because they use those for the test.

Books:  

Buy the books for the lab portion. You do not need the newest version. I would recommend at least borrowing the book from someone because the pictures in the book ARE used on the TEST.  The exact pictures from the book will be used for at least 4 to 5 questions on the test.

Reviews:  

GO to the class sponsored reviews.  They are very helpful and will go over high yield material.  ALSO KNOW THE PRACTICE/SAMPLE TEST THE TEACHERS PUT ONLINE.  THERE WILL BE SOME REPEATS ON THE REAL EXAM.

In Summary:  

Go to a few of the classes to see if it helps you learn.  But no big deal if you don’t go to class.  Same for lecture.  USE HISTO-TIME. USE the reviews.  DO not read the book. USE THE BOOK FOR PICTURES ONLY.  LOOK AT THE LAB SLIDES AT LEAST ONCE THROUGH A MICROSCOPE.   DO THE PRACTICE/SAMPLE EXAM.
