Medical Immunology: 

Classes: Attending lecture is not absolutely required to do well in this class.  The packet containing lecture notes given during the beginning of the course is very helpful with coops and lecture slides.   

Books: It’s good to have the required textbook but it is not necessary to read all of the text.  The best thing to do is to go through the figures, read the captions and try to understand the presented concept.  The lecture handouts contain figure numbers from the book to focus on.  

Summary: The exam for this portion of the class is fairly easy and is usually torn apart by M1s resulting in a very high class average.  Although this makes it fairly easy to pass the exam, there is little room for careless mistakes if attempting to honor the course. 
 

Medical Microbiology: 

Classes: Attending lecture is not absolutely required to do well in this portion of the class also.  Since this portion of the class is taught like the immunology portion, there is also a very nice packet that is very helpful along with coops and lecture slides.  

Books: It’s not necessary to read the text book since much of this class is just memorizing like the immunology portion.  If you have difficulty with memorizing microbiology, there is a very good book called Microbiology Made Ridiculously Simple which contains short funny stories along with cartoon diagrams that can help.  

Summary: The exam for this class is similar in difficulty to immunology.  Just like in immunology, know the packet well and you should be fine.
