What’s SCM?

It stands for Supply Chain Management. According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics OES database of 2007, logistics and or SCM professionals earn national average salaries at $81,980, greater than accountants or auditors at $63,180, the highest paid major at UIC CBA.

Now, what exactly does a SCM professional do?

A definition from BLS is “Plan, direct, or coordinate transportation, storage, or distribution activities…” Therefore logistics, facility management, transportation management, traffic management, operations and production, and purchasing, are among the jobs for SCM professionals.

In its "Best Jobs of the Future" issue, U.S. News & World Report, lists supply chain management as one of 20 hot job tracks for the 21st century. Membership in the discipline's professional organizations has increased by 250 percent in the last 10 years. 

UIC’s sister school UIUC now has a Supply Chain Management major.  It prepares its students with a blend of analytical and creative thinking abilities, and offers career opportunities in consulting, manufacturing, or logistics companies. SCM students will start as an analyst or project manager working on supply chain related projects.

Currently, UIC has the Center for Supply Chain Management and Logistics. Professor Anthony M. Pagano serves as the director. The Center hosts semi-annual Supply Chain and Logistics Career Fair events at UIC. Companies such as Caterpillar, UPS, Kraft, Jewel-Osco, Target, etc. attended the last SCM Career Fair at UIC. 

A student organization named Supply Chain and Logistics Management Organization (SCLMO) was started in November 2008. This student organization is dedicated to bringing UIC students interested in SCM/ Logistics together across colleges of UIC. Students from IDS, Management and Marketing in the College of Business Administration, Industrial Engineering and Civil Engineering from Engineering College, MIS and MBAs, MUPP majors from CUPPA, and any UIC students and or professors are welcome to join and contribute.
Professor Pagano serves as the Academic Advisor for the Supply Chain and Logistics Management Organization. This organization has a number of business and social events planned for the Spring 09 semester, in hope to expose this expanding industry to our student body at UIC.
