b. College Committee on Instruction and Appraisal (CCIA)- submitted by John Annes (1/7/2009 Meeting).
i.   "Curriculum Evaluation." 
1. This evaluation, as I understand it, is primarily to identify areas of our education that require improvement. This is a requirement for LCME accreditation. This should have opinions/input from not only from faculty, but more importantly from students.
2. However, before having a Curriculum Evaluation it would be helpful to have (some say we must have) a “curriculum mapping” report performed. This, as I understand it, is basically a report about the instruction methods currently used, evaluation methods currently used, and then from there the additional information of what needs to be improved.  Dean Kies has been asked to be involved with this.
3. This is important for LCME accreditation. Note: we do not have to solve the problems to be accredited, but only have evidence that the school has worked to identify areas for improvement and have a plan to correct or improve the situations.
4. Finally, there was a vote in which it was resolved, that we should have each campus do their own report with a common format, then bring all the individual campus reports to Chicago for integration and cohesion into one document.
iii. Medicine, Pathology, and Surgery were approved.  There was an extensive discussion about the potential need for a new category between "marginal" and "proficient"

1. 1st and 2nd events of the 3 part series occurred in January and February, which are part of the Leadership Certification Program, focused on individual leadership/personality style and group/conflict management

2. 3rd Event – Wed. March 18th – Panel of physicians working in diverse backgrounds will be discussing the career avenues available to future physicians.  MDs include Chief Medical Officer, Associate Dean of Students, faculty member/clinician, and adjunct professor
